NAME: BLACKBERRY 
BOTANICAL NAME: Rubus Fruiticosus agg spp. 

 
ORIGINS: Blackberry is an introduced species originating from Europe 

and North America. 

NOXIOUS WEED 
CATEGORY: 

Class 4 – The growth & spread of the plant must be controlled 
according to the measures specified in management plan 
published by LCA and the plant may not be sold, propagated 
or knowingly distributed. 

DESCRIPTION: A herbaceous shrub with hooked-spined canes up to 4 
metres long, 5 petal white flower with edible fruit ripening to 
black. 

BIOLOGY: Birds and animals , such as foxes are attracted to the fruit 
and are responsible for the spreading of the seed over a wide 
area 

HABITAT: The weed invades the bushland and grazing land. Blackberry 
also provides ideal habitat for rabbits and foxes. 

DETRIMENTAL 
AFFECTS: 

Stock carrying capacity is severely reduced because of the 
rambling nature of the plant.

   A rust fungus can attak some blackberry 
but it wont kill it. 

  Always read the label before using any 
pesticides. All chemicals MUST be used 
strictly in accordance with the registered 
label for the product.
